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‘I hold every man to be a debtor to his profession, from
the which as men of course to seek to receive counten-
ance and profit, so ought they of duty to endeavour
themselves by way of amends to be a help and an orna-
ment thereunto.”

Code of Conduct

1. The Mational Council of The Insurance Institute of
Ireland believes that membership of the Institute is
a privilege which carries with it duties and a res-
ponsibility to maintain the highest standards of
professional conduct, thus upholding the reputa-
tion of the Institute and the good name of
insurance,

2. The business of insurance is founded on the prin-
ciple of utmost good faith, This should be the
daominant principle regulating the conduct of all
members, whether engaged in salaried employment
or practising as insurance brokers or consultants
or otherwise,

3. All members should observe the law and customary
practice relating to insurance, They should as far
as possible ensure that in their relationships with
the public full information is given as to the
suitability, scope and limitations of any insurance
contract under negotiation. In the settlement of
claims they should seek to give fair and equitable
treatment to claimants.

4, Diploma-holders of The Chartered Insurance Insti-
tute engaged in broking, consultancy and the like
should ensure that advertisements and other public
announcements with which their names or gualifi-
cations are associated are not such as might bring
either Institute into disrepute,

5. Members who are not diploma-holders must not
publicise their membership of either Institute in
such a way as to imply the possession of a profes-
sional qualification.

6. Where a member does not conform to proper
standards of professional conduct the disciplinary
powers conferred by the Constitution of The
Insurance Institute of lreland and, where relevant,
the Bye-Laws of The Chartered Insurance Institute
may be exercised, including the power of removal
from membership.

7. Members should do their best to support their local
institute in its activities. Diploma-holders have the
added responsibility of helping to further insurance
education and of encouraging others to attain their
professional qualification,
